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1 Welcome and Introduction


Diane McGill welcomed everyone to the LAG meeting, and       introduced the programme of events for the afternoon.  
2 Previous Minutes

The National LEADER event on the 18th June 2010 was attended by Paul Kane who gave a brief update.


LEADER LAG chairs update, main issues appeared to be LAG’s have an issue with the amount of compliance checks being carried out.  90% intervention rate is discretionary and may be carried forward past 2010.  Also noted was the fact that  there would be no new programme in place in January 2014 when this programme ended.


Cumbernauld College have put forward the 2 of their LEADER projects for an HMIE inspection.


The previous minutes from the 12th of May we adopted and approved.
3 Programme Update

Round 4 Projects:

The grant awards have been over committed by 5.4%:  this will be absorbed by underspend in the current programme or set off against the additional funds received.

Project Status:


Some projects have intimated that their final financial claim may not be processed until January 2011. The LAG approved this approach if necessary.

Financial Commitment:


KV LEADER has an approved commitment of £560,000, with actual commitment of £590,000, grant claimed to date is £188,980.  Round 4 was committed by written procedure.  Programme is on target for spend and outputs.
4 SRDP Update – Rural Priorities Measures 321 & 341

KV LEADER LAG has been awarded a further £190,000 on 3rd August 2010 for the above measures – 321 is for capital expenditure on community facilities, and it must be a rural constituted group that h applies for monies.  341 – will provide monies for training for a new community strategy.

There is the potential for a small number of projects with match of 50/90% from LEADER.  There will be an in principal call with another LAG meeting scheduled for November.  Proposals to be generated on proforma format in order for groups to indicate their project, and funding surgeries to be provided by NLC and EDC plus the third sector interfaces.
